Neighborhood Development Services, Inc. seeking Low Income Housing Tax Credit for Affordable Senior Housing
Jackson Township, OH---Neighborhood Development Services, Inc. (NDS) has submitted a Low Income Housing Tax Credit Application to the State of Ohio. In partnership with the St. Luke Foundation, North Canton, NDS is proposing the development and new construction of a 48-unit, 4-story building restricted to residents 55 years of age and older. The development, to be named, will be located on an approximately 23-acre parcel located between and behind 4910 and 4926 Dressler Road, Jackson Township, OH.

The building will incorporate abundant gathering spaces for the tenants including a reception area with fireplace, a great room with kitchen, a lounge, laundry, and a multi-purpose room for activities including a library, computer lab and fitness center. The building will be built to highest energy efficiency standards and will follow Green building and development practices. The to-be-named facility will also provide supportive services to the senior population residing at the building, including: making meals available for or accessible to the residents; making light housekeeping services available; ensuring the availability to adequate transportation service for residents; providing information and referral to home health services; providing evidence of regularly scheduled activity programs reflecting the cultural, social, recreational, and health and wellness aspects of resident lives; and providing accommodations for and support of a  Resident Association.

Site amenities will include a walking path through the wooded parcel, a community garden including a garden shed, ample green space and outdoor gathering places. The site’s location places it within a very short distance (within ¼ mile) of restaurants, shopping, groceries, medical services, transportation services, and professional and community services. 

The project will target senior households 55 years and older with incomes at or below 60% of Area Median Household Income (AMHI).
